Overview of the Course:

Planning and Preparedness for Homeland Security and Emergency Management Post 9/11 and Post Katrina is a 3 CEUs course that will be conducted online in asynchronous time over a four week period.  
This course is first in a series of five courses offered online through Auburn University's Office of Professional and Continuing Education as a part of the Office’s Emergency Management Certificate Program.  (The Program began under the aegis of Auburn University’s Center for Governmental Services in 2006.)
The course is designed to help those currently in roles of public responsibility develop a deeper understanding of how to address some newly emerging challenges in homeland security and emergency management, challenges that have been unfolding since 2001 and continue to unfold in 2011 and beyond.  The course will be of particular interest to those already in practitioner or policymaking roles, while also being of interest to those preparing for such roles.  Those developing and teaching homeland security and emergency management courses in academia will also find the course of value.

The course will focus on a wide array of issues and concerns involving planning and preparedness for homeland security and emergency management in a post-9/11, post-Katrina world.  The topics that will be addressed in this course include the following:   

· Lessons learned and to be learned from 9/11 and Hurricane Katrina as well other more recent disasters and emergencies, including the disastrous Gulf of Mexico Oil Spill of 2010, the Japan Earthquake and Tsunami of 2011, Hurricane Sandy, the extreme tornadoes in the past few years, the Boston Marathon bombings, and the San Bernardino terrorist attack. The implications of the attacks on Paris and Brussels will also be noted;  

· The importance of evolving an all-hazards approach to homeland security and emergency management designed to address an increasing array of threats and challenges; 
· The importance of recognizing, understanding, and bridging the cultural divide that can exist between those in the fields of homeland security and emergency management and the important of integrating a focus on public safety with a concern for homeland and national security; 

 
· The need to nurture a culture of preparedness that includes an emphasis on awareness and mitigation, along with the development of requisite skills and capabilities, including proactive contingency planning skills; 

 
· The importance of focusing planning and preparedness efforts in ways that will help minimize impacts and help ensure community and societal resilience; and 

 
· The need to emphasis the development of disaster resistant and resilient communities and regions and the role that public/private partnerships have played and can play in achieving such goals. 
Materials That Will Be Assigned During the Course:
A wide assortment of reports, articles, videos, and other instructional material will be assigned.   All assigned materials are accessible without cost online.  Assignments are all specified in detail in the Assignments for each week can be found in the Syllabus.  

One reason that it is now possible to rely solely on materials available online is that in March of 2010, C-SPAN made its recent online video archives freely accessible to all at http://www.C-SPAN.org/videolibrary.

Such notifications are sent out by the FEMA IS Course Office upon successful completion of each of the two FEMA Independent Study Courses. These notifications are to be forwarded "as is" and are not to be sent in a file form.

Important Time-Saving Study Tip for Maximizing Learning While Taking IS Courses:
In order to complete each course, you must pass an "open book" exam and score at least 70%. Printing out a copy of the online test that accompanies each course before starting work on the course can greatly expedite the learning process. Becoming familiar with the questions beforehand and noting the correct answers as you proceed through each course can be extremely helpful and save time.

5.  Postings: 

Each week of the course, you are expected to complete reading and viewing at least eight of the assigned items and sets of items for the week, complete the reading of all postings on the Course Website, and post two postings in the Blackboard Discussion Area, one of approximately 100 – 150 words in length and one of approximately 50 words in length.  The 100- 150 word posting should include analysis and observations about one or more of the readings or videos and sets of readings and videos assigned for that week.  An option for the 100-150 word posting may be to address one or more questions that may posed by the Instructor.  The long posting is due by Thursday of each week.  The shorter 50-word posting is to be comments on any of the longer postings is due by Friday of each week. This will include postings by the Instructor.  Alternatively, your short posting can be on a second one of that week’s readings or videos.   In addition, there will also be two FEMA IS Course assignments during Weeks 1 and 3 of the course (as noted above).  These posted analyses with comments should be between 100 and 150 words in length.     
Please note that all postings, long or short, need to focus on planning and preparedness-related concerns.

Also, if you have posted on a reading or video before in another course in this Certificate Program, please do not post on it again unless you have new insights to bring to bear that focus primarily on planning and preparedness issues.
6.  Ungraded Assessment and Final Graded Assessment: 
By the beginning of Week 2 of the course, an Ungraded Assessment will be e-mailed to each person in the course.  This Assessment is to be completed by the last day of Week 2 of the course.

By the beginning of Week 4 of the course, a Graded Assessment will e-mailed to each person in the course.   The Final Graded Assessment is be completed by the last day of Week 4 of the course, the last day of the course.
These Assessments will include multiple choice questions and open-ended questions (with responses limited to between 50 - 100 words).   These "open-book" Assessments are to be completed independently by each person in the course and returned via e-mail as an MS Word file attachment to the Instructor at pdg0005@auburn.edu.  Learners should plan on referencing the source of their answers when they are paraphrasing or quoting from the work of others.

7.  Course Comments and Progress Tracking Forms:  

A form is to be completed on or by the last day for each week of the course.  These forms are found in reverse order at the end of the Syllabus:  Week 4, Week 3, Week 2, Week 1. · 2015 National Preparedness Report Released The following is from FEMA Higher Ed Bits and Pieces 6/12/2015. Any of these items may be substituted as the topic for your Weekly Posting in Weeks 2 or 3. 
 

FEMA and its partners released the 2015 National Preparedness Report (NPR) (Links to an external site.). The NPR is an annual status report summarizing the nation's progress toward reaching the 2011 National Preparedness Goal of a secure and resilient nation. The 2015 NPR places particular emphasis on highlighting preparedness progress in implementing the National Planning Frameworks (Links to an external site.), which describe how the whole community works together to achieve the Goal.
 
The report was developed to meet the requirements of Presidential Policy Directive 8/PPD-8: National Preparedness (Links to an external site.). PPD-8 is aimed at strengthening the security and resilience of the United States through systematic preparation for the threats and hazards that pose the greatest risk to the security of the Nation. The NPR also addresses several reporting requirements from the Post-Katrina Emergency Management Reform Act of 2006 (PKEMRA), including components of the Federal Preparedness Report and State Preparedness Report (SPR).
 
The NPR presents a national perspective, highlighting the contributions to preparedness made by the whole community—namely, federal, state, local, tribal, and territorial governments, the private and nonprofit sectors, faith-based organizations, communities, and individuals. The report integrates data from the annual Threat and Hazard Identification and Risk Assessment (THIRA) (Links to an external site.) process and State Preparedness Reports (SPR) from the 56 states and territories. The NPR also highlights tribal preparedness progress and includes a case study of the first tribal implementation of the National Disaster Recovery Framework (Links to an external site.). FEMA also conducted research to identify any recent independent evaluations, surveys, and other data related to the core capabilities.
Overview of Week 1 Assignments:
